Read these instructions for use carefully before using the appliance
and save them for future reference.

Only use the powerplug supplied.

The powerplug transforms 100 -240 volts to a safe low voltage of
less than 4 volts.

The powerplug contains a transformer. Do not cut off the
powerplug to replace it with another plug, as this will cause a
hazardous situation.

Do not use a damaged powerplug.

If the powerplug is damaged, always have it replaced by one of the
original type in order to avoid a hazard.

Charge and store the appliance at a temperature between 5 °C and
35°C.

Do not recharge the shaver in a closed pouch.

Make sure the powerplug does not get wet.

Always unplug the shaver before cleaning it under the tap.

The appliance complies with the internationally approved IEC safety
regulations and can be safely cleaned under the tap.

Be careful with hot water. Always check if the water is not too hot, to
prevent your hands from getting burnt.

Charging

Make sure the appliance is switched off before you start charging it.
Charging takes approx. | hour.

You can also shave without charging by connecting the shaver to the
mains.
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Charge indications

Charging

D When you start charging the empty shaver, the green
powersymbol starts burning.

Battery fully charged

D When the battery has been fully charged, the green power symbol
starts blinking.

Battery running low

D When the battery is running low, the red battery symbol starts
burning. When you switch the shaver off, the red battery symbol
starts blinking.

Charging the appliance

Charge the appliance when the red power symbol burns or blinks or
when the motor stops or starts running slower.

I Putthe appliance plug in the shaver.
Put the powerplug in the wall socket.

H Remove the powerplug from the wall socket and pull the
appliance plug out of the shaver when the battery has been fully
charged.

Cordless shaving time

A fully charged shaver has a cordless shaving time of up to 40 minutes.

Trimming

Cleaning and maintenance

The easiest and most hygienic way to clean the appliance is to rinse the
shaving unit and the hair chamber with hot water every time you have
used the appliance.

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Replacement

Replace the shaving heads every two years for optimal shaving results.
